Interest in music and literature brought from 1973 into the creative work of the artist a music playing woman figure, who determines the axis of the composition, protecting and spiritualizing objects, groups of details, nature. 

Visions of modeled national ornaments, windy stone-sowings at Saaremaa, Norwegian and Swedish fjords, the Baltic Sea, create an extensive and wise world outlook
